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12ANGRY MEN
You will find a case where an innocent man has been wrongly convicted, or a guilty man has been set free. You are going to research this case and determine what the reason was for such an error. You are then to assume you work for the local paper. You are going to put together an article that discusses the flaws with our justice system as they relate to your specific case. Was there an error with the jury, the attorneys, and the evidence? What were the key factors that put an innocent man in jail or that set a guilty man free? You should assume that this case just happened and that you are letting your community know about it.

How do you write a news story?

The “lead” of a news story, typically the first paragraph, should provide a clear and concise overview of the main point(s) (who, what, when, where, how and why), thereby conveying to the reader what he or she will be learning about in the piece.

The content of a news story should be unbiased, and completely fact-based. Sources of the information should be clearly cited and integrated into the piece.

Sentences should be clear, concise and worded in a manner that is appropriate for the audience.
