DIRECTIONS: Read the situation below. Using the example in your book on page 37 as a model, write a civil complaint.
1. February 21, 2006, you were walking on the premises owned and managed by Aspen Park Homeowners Association, Inc., on the sidewalk in front of your home. The sidewalk and parking lots had not been properly cleared of snow from the storm on February 16, 2006. The area was snowy and icy and caused you to slip and fall, causing you severe injuries.
2. You informed the defendant that the snow was not being cleared properly.

3. You sustained severe injuries due to the fall. The injuries include: contusions to your right arm; fractured right wrist; soreness in right shoulder; post-traumatic pain in right shoulder, arm, and wrist; anxiety; and other serious and severe personal injuries.
4. You have incurred damages because of the injuries, including:
a. Medical expenses;
b. Lost wages; 
c. You have suffered great pain, inconvenience, embarrassment, and mental anguish;
d. You, may, and probably will for an indefinite time in the future be deprived of ordinary pleasures of life, loss of well-being, and equanimity; and
e. You overall health, strength, and vitality has been greatly impaired. 
5. You demand a judgment against the defendant in the amount of $495,000.00
